Electrics- turn on transmitter, then connect aircraft battery
Nitro- start engine, tune and handle aircraft in the pit area
() 6.Atflight station, communicate intentions to other flying pilots
() 7.Taxi to position for takeoff
() 8. Takeoff roll, abort and taxi to take off position
() 9. Takeoff into the wind
